B. Background: Dr. Anu Abraham, an assistant professor at NMIMS and an expert in the 
field of migration, in the first portion of her talk gave a detailed understanding of the 
meaning of migration. She elaborated on two different types of migration � voluntary and 
involuntary. Her interests lay in understanding how migration affects the left behind 
members of a family and the development impact of migration. She maintained that men 
and women are affected differently because of migration � men are better off when 
women migrate, and women are worse offÈ when men migrate. Her regression analysis on 
remittance control compared budget allocation of remittance receiving and non-receiving 
households. Her regression results suggested that above poverty line category of 
households saw no significant difference in their consumption expenditure after receiving 
remittance whereas poor households spent more on food, education and health.
